In and amongst the busyness of life at
home, in our families and even at church, we invite you to
take some time each day throughout lent to draw near to
Jesus in his word.

We will spend each day in the the story of Jesus, whilst
continuing to read through Romans to accompany our
Sunday series. However, it’s important that we don’t treat
this as a box ticking exercise or another chore for the to-do
list. It is an invitation to encounter God afresh in his word,
and experience what it is to live in light of the hope he offers
us in Jesus. Let’s seek to spend time each day to see God
move through his word.

So find a suitable time each day, a bible, a notebook and a
pen, and work through each of the below, jotting down
anything that stands out or that the Lord might be saying.
Be still before the Lord, encounter him in his word, and
experience life in the Spirit.

How might I l ive in l ight of how God
encountered me in his word? I note one thing I can

take with me today. I bring it to God in prayer and ask
his Spirit to fi l l  me afresh.
